History of Canada 30F
There is a seemingly arbitrary line that runs jaggedly from Campobello Island to Lake Superior and continues through the Boreal Shield until it reaches the prairies, at which time it runs, as straight as an arrow, all the way across the plains and through the mountains until it reaches Vancouver Island. The total area that lies Northward of this line (excluding Alaska) is 9, 984, 670 square Kilometers. This area is what we now call Canada. 
In this course we will explore the history that led to our borders, policies, and conception of “normal” that we readily except today. 
Students in this course will learn how to use the 6 historical thinking concepts to review and critically analyse the way that we interpret history. As Voltaire explained, “History is the study of all the world’s crimes” and Canada’s history is no exception. 
The course takes its learners on an adventure; ranging from the First Peoples of Canada and their traditional way of life to Mulroney and the failed Accords and everything in between including: what made Champlain unique; how an attempted invasion from the United States forged a sense of comradery North of their border; the history of Louis Riel and the Red River Resistance; how WWI and WWII set Canada up to be recognized on the global stage. 
Canada is commonly referred to as a “young country”, but in fact Canada is the 5th oldest constitutional states in the world. But this course is not about celebrating those 150+ years and the years that led up to it, it is about learning to interpret the past, critically review information, and form your own opinion based on evidence because, “History, despite its wrenching pain, cannot be unlived, but if faced with courage, need not be lived again” -Maya Angelou.
Students are expected to learn to communicate through Brightspace to their teacher and be able to autonomously take charge in this guided learning experience.
