Grade 12 Pre-Calculus Mathematics 40S is designed for students who intend to study Calculus and related mathematics as a part of post-secondary education. It builds on the topics studied in Grade 11 Pre-Cal and provides background knowledge and skills required for the study of Calculus in post-secondary institutions. 
The course is comprised of a high-level of theoretical mathematics with an emphasis on problem solving and mental mathematics. This is a very fast moving and demanding course.
